RECITALS

Whereas, at a meeting of the Members of the Association duly called by the Board of
Directors for the purpose of amending the Bylaws of Autumn Ridge Homeowners Association,
Inc.(the “Association) and in particular to amend Section 8 (d) of Article XI of the Bylaws of the
Association to eliminate the requirement that the Treasurer of the Association be required to sign all
checks and promissory notes of the Association and that checks and promissory notes of the
Association may be signed by such officers of the Association as designated from time to time by the
Board of Directors.

WHEREAS, there being a quorum of the Members of the Association present at the duly
called meeting the following amendment to the Bylaws was unanimously adopted by the Members:

1. Section 8 (c) of Article XI of the Bylaws is amended in its entirety and now reads as follows:

“Treasurer

{d} The Treasurer shall receive and deposit in appropriate bank accounts all
monies of the Association and shall disburse such funds as directed by resolution of the
Board:; keep proper books of account; as from time to time directed by the Board of
Directors to cause the annual report of the Association books to be made by a public
accouniant at the completion of each fiscal year; and shall prepare an annual budget and
a statement of income and expenditures to be presented to the membership at its regular

annual meeting and deliver a copy to the members.”

2 Section 2 (g) of Article VIII of the Bylaws is added to the Bylaws and reads as follows:

“1g) The Board of Directors of the Association have the power and authority
to designate from time to time by Board Resolution such officer or officers as it deems
necessary to sign and deliver checks and execute promissory notes on behalf of the

Association.”

3. Except as amended hereby all other terms of the Bylaws remain unmodified and in full force
and effect.

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BYLAWS
OF
AUTUMN RIDGE HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION. INC.

ARTICLE i
NAME AND LOCATION

The name of the corporation is Autumn Ridge Homeowners Association, Inc. hereinafter
referred to as the “Association”. The principal office of the Association shall be initially located at 5495
Beltline Road, Suite 225, Dallas, Texas 75240, but meetings of members and directors may be held
at such places within the State of Missouri, County of Platte, as may be designated by the Board of
Directors. John M. Crossett, Esq., whose address is c/o Withers, Brant, lgoe & Mullenix, P.C., Two
South Main Street, Liberty, Missouri 64068, constitutes the initisl registered agent and office,
respectively, of the Association.

ARTICLE I
DEFINITIONS

Section 1. "Association” shall mean and refer to Autumn Ridge Homeowners Association, Inc.,
a Missouri Non-Profit Corporation, its successors and assigns.

Section 2. “Properties” shall mean and refer to that certain real property described in the
Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for Autumn Ridge, Kansas City, Platte County,
Missouri, recorded as Document No. 0014904 in Volume 853, Page 680, et seq. of the Real Property
Records of Platte County, Missouri, and such additions thereto as may be brought within the
jurisdiction of the Association under the provisions of said Declaration or the Charter of the
Association.

Section 3. "Common Area”™ shall mean all real property conveyed by the Declarant to, and
owned by. the Association for the common use and enjoyment of the Owners as more particularly set

forth in the Declaration.

Section 4. “Lot” shall mean and refer to that partion of any of the plots of land shown upon

any recorded subdivision map of the Properties of any part thereof creating single-famify homesites on
which there is or will be built a single-family dwelling. There is excepted herefrom the Common Area

afong with other reserves as may be noted on said subdivision maps.

Section 5. "Owner” shall mean and refer to the record owner, whether one or more persons
or entities, of a fee simple title to any Lot which is a part of the Properties, including contract sellers,
but excluding those having such interest merely as security for the performance of an obligation.

Section 6. "Declarant” shall mean and refer to Lumbermen’s Investment Carporar_ion, a
Delaware corporation, and its successors and assigns who are designated as such in writing by

Declarant, who accept such designation in writing.

Section 7. "Declaration” shall mean and refer to the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions af:d
Restrictions for Autumn Ridge, Kansas City, Platte County, Missouri applicable to the Properties
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ARTICLE Il
MEMBERSHIP

) ,'.iegﬁmr__z,__ﬂjemb_m«g__ Every person or entity who is a record ewner of a fee or undivided
fee interest in any Lot which is subject by covenants of record to assessment by the Association,

including contract sellers, shall be a member of the Association. The foregoing is not intended to
include persons or entities who hold interest merely as security for the performance of an obligation.
No owner shall have more than one membership. Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not
be separate from ownership of any Lot which is subject to assessment by the Association. Ownership
of such Lot shall be the sole qualification for membership.

veciion Suspe ernbership | s. During any period in which a member shall be
in default in the payment of any annual or special assessment levied by the Association, the vo ting
rights and right to use of the recreational facilities of such member may be suspended by the Board
of Directors until such assessment has been paid. Such rights of a member may also be suspended
after notice and hearing, for a period not to exceed 60 days, for violation of any rules and regulations
established by the Board of Directors governing the use of the Common Area and facilities. The
suspension of membership rights shall not suspend or terminate the obligation and duty of the member
whose membership rights have been suspended to pay assessments pursuant to Article XiI.

ARTICLE IV
PROPERTY RIGHTS: RIGHTS OF ENJOYMENT

Section 1. Each member shall be entitled to the use and enjoyment of the Common Areas as
provided in the Declaration. Any member may delegate his rights of enjoyment of the Common Area
and facilities to the members of his family, his tenants or contract purchasers, who reside on the
property. Such member shall notify the Secretary of the Association in writing of the name of any
such delegee. The rights and privileges of such delegee are subject to the same extent as those of the
member.

ARTICLE V
BOARD OF DIRECTORS; SELECTION; TERM OF OFFICE

Section 1. Number. The affairs of the Association shall be managed by a Board of five (5)
Directors, who need not be members of the Association.

Section 2. Election. At the first annual meeting, the members shall elect each director for a
term of two (2) years; and at each annual meeting thereafter the members shall elect the directors for
a term of two (2) years to fill each expiring term. Any vacancy in the initial Board of Directors which
occurs prior to the first annual meeting of the members shall be filled by election by the remaining
Directors. The initial five (5) members of the Board of Directors shall be designated in the Articles of

Incorporation of the Association.

Section 3. Removal. Any director may be removed from the Board, with or without cause, by
a majority vote of the entire Class A membership and the entire Class B membership of the Association.
In the event of death, resignation or removal of a director, his successors shall be selected by the
remaining members of the Board and shall serve for the unexpired term of his predecessor.
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
