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In May, 2005 the association held its annual meeting to present community information, discuss issues and ultimately elect new board members.


As history has shown, a majority of the concerns voiced centered on the financials and the community pool facility and its maintenance and operation.


With respect to the community pool facility, there was much discussion regarding the purchase of new pool furniture and the offer presented by Tiffany Place. Both issues presented a significant financial impact to the community and the new board members wanted to reflect the desires of the community majority when addressing those issues.


Regarding the purchased pool furniture – The question was raised if the community had the option of returning the furniture. A combination of board members and Pool Committee members inspected the furniture delivered.














Some of the items had already been assembled, the shipping cartons were badly damaged and some of the items had been scratched upon unpacking.


The costs associated with returning the furniture and paying a re-stocking fee clearly did not present to be in the best interest of the community.


Regarding the offer presented by Tiffany Place – There was overwhelming opposition to the offer voiced during the May meeting so no further action has been taken.


On to the financials…. 


The intent of the newly elected board is to make available the association’s financials via the web site. The Treasurer is in the process of reviewing and reconciling the financials with the hopes of posting them in July. Once posted, the goal is to update them on the web site each month.

The Architecture Committee has been a thankless job for those who have volunteered. Often thought of as the “neighborhood police”, bringing residents bad news with respect to some aspect of their house or yard, they actually help protect the appeal of our community. 





Each resident of Autumn Ridge has made a significant financial investment when they bought their home; and with any major purchase, you want to maintain its value.





The Architecture Committee reviews all property modification requests submitted by residents. Residents are required to submit requests for projects involving fencing, house painting, decks, etc. All residents are responsible for being aware of the Covenants and are encouraged to review them. The Covenants can be viewed online and are located on the web site. If after reviewing the Covenants you still have questions, please do not hesitate to contact the Architecture Committee.


We would also like to acknowledge those residents who are currently in the process or have submitted a request and are preparing to repaint their homes. 





Understanding that it is no small feat to repaint your house, look at it from the perspective that not only are you improving the visual appearance of your home, but you are also protecting your investment.





A quality paint job with quality paints will help protect your home from the elements and add to its value as well as the value of our neighborhood.





If you have had your home for at least three years and have not repainted it, at a minimum give it a good inspection paying particular attention to the trim around the doors and windows and where necessary, caulk and touch-up paint those areas where needed.


Additionally, most of the homes in the neighborhood have cosmetic pressed-board trim around the doors and windows. The cut ends of these boards are more susceptible to water damage and as such, you need to ensure they are properly caulked and painted to protect them.

HOA Information





The board members have established a regular meeting schedule to address community issues and business. These meetings occur on the second Thursday of each month at 7:00 PM; the location differs with each meeting and is posted on the web site prior along with a tentative agenda.


In an effort to keep the community informed as to the activities of the board and association, meeting minutes are posted on the web site each month.


The board is currently reviewing all aspects of the management of the entire community and identifying potential cost savings options. To date the association has been able to reduce the cost associated with trash service at the pool area by changing the service to a seasonal schedule, thus saving the community money.


The board has also addressed select common area maintenance needs internally in lieu of paying additional funds to contracted companies.


The ultimate goal of the board is to implement a series of cost savings community management solutions without sacrificing the community’s value. If successful, these savings can then be passed on to the residents. This is not an impossible goal and by working together we can make it a reality.


On August 27th at 6:00 PM the board has scheduled an informal “Where are we now” forum to be held at the pool cabana area. Everyone is encouraged to come and please consider bringing a lawn chair.











Functionality is currently being created that will allow residents to submit pool / cabana reservation requests. Once completed, you can submit reservation requests by logging on with your account.


Additionally, this section will eventually allow residents to obtain updated sections of the community directory.


The Communication Committee is also in the process of acquiring a weather proof bulletin board that will be located in the cabana area at the pool.


We want to do our best to keep everyone informed and welcome any suggestions you have.








Several residents may have received an email indicating your account had been created. We used existing records that appeared to be complete, but there are also numerous records that are not. You are encouraged to enter your information if you have not already done so.


If at any time you can not recall your password and receive an invalid logon message you can request to have your password sent to you. To do this you must provide the email address used when your information was first submitted. If you do not recall the email address used to create your account, please contact the Communication Committee for assistance.





The Communication Committee is in the process of revising how it keeps the community informed.


The web site is going to be the primary vehicle for communicating and making available community information; many residents may already be aware of this.


One of the most significant changes to the web site has been the creation of a password protected section. Here residents enter and maintain their current information. This information is not publicly viewable and is only used for association business such as mailing news letters. If this information is not current, the association can not keep you informed.








The board has also been reviewing the current contracts and considering alternatives. For example, the association received a bill for approximately $1,100.00 for the planting of flowers at both entrances. The flowers planted are annuals and will require replacing next year. Additionally it has been discovered that the irrigation system in those locations is not adequate.


The board has discussed and recommended that perennials be planted next season. Not only can this be accomplished by the community, but they will last several years and will save us thousands of dollars over time.


This is but a glimpse of what has been addressed over the past two months. Meeting minutes are posted each month and you are encouraged to periodically visit the community web site as this is were the most current information can be found.
