That’s definitely not good, 
but now you can stay informed. 


This month, the Kansas City Police Department unveiled a web-based crime mapping and alerting 
tool to provide more information to community groups, residents, and businesses. CrimeReports 
allows anyone with Internet access to find out what crimes have taken place where they live and 
work. This service provides easy-to-read incident crime maps and automated alerts to KC 
residents and businesses.
 

The service, located at www.crimereports.com, or from www.kcpd.org, provides neighborhood 
crime data in near real-time. You can sign up for automatic daily, weekly, or monthly e-mail alerts 
to see when crimes occur near your home, school, or any location in KCMO. Crime incident data 
is updated nightly and includes: Incident type, date, location, and distance from the address you 
specify, case number, and brief description of the incident.

Did you know that swimming pool and hot tub water is allowed in the storm drain – if the water does not contain detectable levels of chlorine? Water can be dechlorinated by letting it sit three to four days after the last treatment, or by neutralizing it with the addition of a regulator. 





KC ordinance 62-81 defines wastewater or any other offensive or disagreeable substance discharged to an occupied lot as “litter” and the penalty can be a fine from $1 to $1,000, up to six months’ imprisonment, or both. If you own a pool or hot tub, please be courteous to your neighbors and do not discharge water into backyards. The KCMO Illicit Discharge Hotline is 513-0550.
