Dear Resident,

The Autumn Ridge Homeowners Association, Inc. board of directors has determined that in accordance with the provisions of the Association bylaws, residents may remit payment for the 2006 annual dues in the following manner:

1. Annual - $400.00 due by the 1st of January 2006.
2. Quarterly - $420.00 ($105.00 per payment) due by the 1st on the following months: January, April, July, October 2006.
3. Semi-annual - $410.00 ($205.00 per payment) due by the 1st of the following months: January, July 2006.

4. Monthly - $444.00 ($37.00 per payment) due by the 1st of each month starting January 2006.
Residents more than 30 days late in making payment will be charged interest on the unpaid balance in accordance to the Covenants. Residents more than 90 days late are subject to having a lien filed against their property for the full amount due plus interest and associated legal fees.

Pool Committee

The Pool Committee is responsible for overseeing the upkeep and maintenance of the pool area and playground equipment.
Residents can reserve the pool and cabana area by contacting the pool committee or through the web site after logging in to the ‘My Information’ section. Reserving the pool or cabana area involves a $50.00 refundable deposit along with a non-refundable $20.00 use fee. When reserving the cabana area for after hours events please be courteous of those residents living in the vicinity of the cabana area as city ordinances still apply.
The Pool Committee is also responsible for issuing pool cards. DO NOT throw your pool cards away at the end of the year; they are used every year to gain access to the pool, cabana and play area. Replacement cards are available at a cost of $50.00.

Architecture Committee

The Architecture Committee oversees the community Covenants and is always in need of new members to help keep our neighborhood safe and beautiful. Below are just a few reasons you would need to contact the committee:

· When repainting your house – submit a paint splotch when submitting your request form.

· When constructing or modifying a fence, patio, deck or home addition – submit either a legible detailed diagram or blue print showing the proposed project.
· To inform the committee of possible Covenant violations – the committee will investigate and if confirmed, place a green door hanger on the house informing them of the issue. (see policy on the Architecture Committee section of the website)

· To inform the committee of infrastructure related problems (pool, play area, common area, etc)

· To identify residents who keep their homes and yards beautiful so they may be recognized as the ‘Property of the Month’.

When preparing to start a project and you are not sure if Architecture Committee approval is required please contact one of the committee members. 

The Architecture Committee section of the web site also contains the project approval request form and the Green Door Hanger policy.
All residents are responsible for be being aware of the content in the Covenants. Each resident should have been provided with a copy of them upon closing, but they are also available on the web site.

Meetings are held monthly either at the pool or a committee member’s home. Times and locations of the meetings are posted with the minutes from the previous meeting; these are located in the Architecture Committee section of the web site.

Architecture Committee Door Hanger Notice Process
1. Overview

The purpose of this document is to outline the process that is followed upon receipt of a green Architecture Committee Door Hanger Notice. The green door hangers are intended to be a friendly way to inform residents of items that need to be addressed.

2. Process

a. Upon receipt of the first notice, the resident has seven days to either correct the identified issue or provide the Architecture Committee with written intent and date the identified issue will be corrected.

b. If after seven days the identified issue has not been corrected and no written response and date indicating intent to correct has been received from the resident, a second notice may be provided.

c. If a second notice is received for the same issue as identified the week prior, the resident has seven days to either correct the identified issue or provide the Architecture Committee with written intent and date the identified issue will be corrected.

d. If after seven days the identified issue has not been corrected and no written response and date indicating intent to correct has been received from the resident, a final notice will be sent to the resident via certified mail. Upon receipt of a certified mail notice, the resident has thirty (30) days to either correct the identified issue or provide the Architecture Committee with written intent and date the identified issue will be corrected.
e. If after thirty (30) days the identified issue has not been corrected and no written response and date indicating intent to correct the issue has been received from the resident, the Home Owners Association will take the necessary steps to correct the identified issue. If the Home Owners Association has to correct the identified issue on behalf of the resident, a $250.00 penalty fee and all costs associated with correcting the identified issue will be the responsibility of the resident which could result in placing a lien on the property. Additionally, any associated legal and filing fees will be assessed along with the $250.00 penalty fee and costs incurred to correct the identified issue.
