Old business 
1. “Door Knocker” as first alert of residential problem has been acquired by the Autumn Ridge Home Owners Association Board of Directors.   Carrie will also create an Excel spreadsheet categorizing each properties deficiencies and the date property is cited.  However she will not cite properties until after the property owners are advised that this will be used as a citation in the next newsletter.  
It was discussed having a “pop up” on the web page for property owners to notify us of     properties that may be in violation.  This would be used in conjunction with a suggestion box at the pool.  
Scott Wessling  will be responsible for seeing that the info is in  the news letter, David Liles is responsible for creating the “pop up”, Brian Galaske will find out about  the suggestion box. 

2. An update to the loose leaf sheet containing the names, email addresses, etc. for the Architectural Committee members.
Brian Galaske stated this will be a part of the September news letter mailing.  It will also be included in “Welcome Packets.”  The information will be placed on the Autumn Ridge Home Owners Association Web site:  www.autumnridge.ws   
 
As of this writing the information is not on the web site.  Brian Galaske will get the date for the mailing of the September new letter.
3. The Autumn Ridge Home Owners Association Board of Directors also approved a sign to be made recognizing “Property of the Month.”   Members of the Architectural Committee cannot be recipients of the award.

Dustin Link will order the sign on September 13.  
4. Dana got details for large volume trash bag sale to raise money.  The information can be found at

It was decided to not pursue this fund raiser.  Item is now closed.

5     Carrie Stuckey will find out if the Autumn Ridge Home Owners Association is a 501 C corporation.    
       Based on a note that David Liles gave me we are not a 501C corporation. I have made a copy of the note for each of us.  The note has to date, and does not disclose who wrote it.
 Item is now closed.
5. Mike Swarts, Dana Provost, and Dr. Arsen Adjemian will look for ideas for acceptable alternate materials and styles for fencing.  They will start a document of recommendations as a basis of discussion for the committee. 
Mike had Regal Plastic make a presentation on alternate fencing materials and decking materials.

7. It was discussed having the board of director’s force the builders of new homes in the subdivision comply with the covenants and restrictions and have in ground sprinkler systems installed before sale of the property.
 The board minutes of Aug 11  references this item.  The attorney for the HOA says the builder cannot be forced to include sprinkler systems on new properties.  Mike Turner will meet with the builder and ask for their cooperation in including this as an OPTION in new construction so the new homeowner can finance it with the home loan.   
8. It was discussed having the board of directors put a procedure in place whereby property that is not in compliance to the covenants and restrictions be brought into compliance by a third party contractor and a mechanics lien placed on the property.  This procedure is defined as follows:
1.  1st notice is delivered via the door hanger - resident has 7 days to fix the problem
2.  2nd notice is delivered via the door hanger - resident has 7 more days to fix the problem
3.  Certified letter is sent to the resident informing them that if the problem is not fixed within 7 days of receiving the letter, then the HOA will fix the problem at the cost of the resident.  This may involve hiring a contractor and then placing a lien on the property if necessary.

9.   Violation of covenants and restrictions was discussed for 9777 N Hull.  The deck was painted a vibrant blue.  Mike Swarts and Dr. Arsen Adjemian will investigate to find out if the builder or the owner of the property painted the deck.

Scott Wessling will inform the property owner that they must submit an application to the Architectural Committee for approval on whatever color they want changed.
