The architectural committee is recommending that there be a separation of duties between the Board of Directors and the Architectural Cmte.  If the Board feels that there is a violation of the covenants and restrictions then the Board should notify the Architectural Cmte for their opinion.  If the Architectural Cmte feels there is indeed a violation then they will take action.  If they feel there is not then they will notify the board and then the Board may meet with the Architectural Cmte to explain their position.
