Actions:

1. Board Member Reports 
a. Financial
i. Financials for 2003 – present are in a master file.
ii. Approximately 10 residents are delinquent in paying dues.
iii. Treasurer will prepare and send notices to delinquent residents.
b. General
i. A representative from the attorney’s office is going to be the Registered Agent for the association. This will provide consistency with respect to filing the annual report from the association with the State.
ii. The attorney is filing the 2005 annual report.
2. Committee Reports
a. Pool Committee
i. The new contract company is now over-seeing the maintenance of the pool.
ii. The cabana area has been winterized.
iii. The Pool Committee inquired if there were existing guidelines regarding renting the pool / cabana area (e.g.: time limit). None are known to exist and should be created. Until such time, applicable city ordinance apply.
iv. The Pool Committee is pursuing the purchase of tarps to cover the pool furniture for the winter.
b. Communication Committee
i. No updates.
c. Architecture Committee
i. It has been requested that the new developers offer in-ground sprinkler systems as an option when purchasing homes in the new phase. This will be addressed by Mike Turner.
ii. The missing ‘Yard of the Month’ sign has been recovered.
iii. The committee is addressing an issue regarding a resident that has a chain-link fence in their back yard.
iv. There has been an issue raised regarding portable basketball hoops and what the covenants state regarding their placement and use. The Architecture Committee is going to review the covenants and determine the best guidance. Until such time it is recommended that portable basketball hoops not be placed within the existing easement boundaries as defined by the city.
v. The policy regarding the green door hangers needs to be expanded to include verbiage for enforcement by means of a fee for refusing to correct identified Covenant violations. The Architecture Committee will revise the policy and the update will be published on the web site as well as included in the next mailing.
vi. The Architecture Committee has drafted a notification letter that will be sent to residents failing to respond to the green door hangers. The letter is being reviewed for final approval.
vii. An inquiry was made as to who provides trees for the easement areas between the street and sidewalks. The city provides them and our community has requested additional trees for the new phases. A follow-up will need to be made in the spring.
d. Social Committee
i. There were discussions of planning a Christmas event but that has been cancelled due to various schedule conflicts.
ii. The committee has requested the next mailing contain a request for additional volunteers.
3. New Business
a. The board needs to inquire with the attorney regarding the legality of investing collected dues into a Money Market or other type of investment account.

5. Unfinished Business
a. Need to follow up on the issue regarding the maintenance of the two undeveloped lots owned by Lumberman’s. (no change)
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
