Pool Committee Notes

May 26, 2007

Members Present:  Cindy Woods, Tiffany Allen, Katie Barges

1. New pool committee members:  Katie Barges, Brenda DeMott, Cynthia Martin, Krista Huffman, Kennerd Hubble, Debi Platner, and Tiffany Allen.

2. Tiffany Allen will be the secondary contact for the pool committee.  Her phone number is 468-8188 and her e-mail is tiffanya@kc.rr.com .

3. Reminder of Pool Hours – 10:00 a.m. – 9:00 p.m. daily.

4. The pool cabana area can be reserved by residents for parties and get-togethers.

a. There is a $50.00 deposit to cover cleaning and breakage costs.  If the cabana area is cleaned up and nothing is broken, the deposit will be returned to the resident.  If there are cleaning costs or breakage costs, the $50.00 will be applied towards that fee.  The person reserving the pool will replace any furniture that is broken due to members of the party breaking it.

b. Before or after pool hours parties that require a lifeguard:  Danielle Stoermann (the lifeguard manager) will be available for any parties that are going to use the pool area.  The rate is $15.00 an hour for up to 25 people.  If resident has more people at the party, a second lifeguard will be needed.

5. Pool Cabana Reservations watch – each pool committee member will take one of the months to make sure the cabana area has been cleaned up and that none of the furniture or other items has been broken.  June:  Cindy Woods, July:  Katie Barges, August:  Tiffany Allen.  Other committee members will sign up with Cindy Woods ASAP.

6. Danielle is providing swim lessons for any age person.  Her contact information is 699-4942.  Lessons are available before pool hours (pool opens at 10:00 a.m.) or after 3:00 p.m.  The rate is:

a. Group Session (3 or more swimmers) $65.00

b. Individual Session (1-2 swimmers) $50.00

7. There has been an issue in the past of underage children being dropped off my parents.  

a. The pool rule is 12 years old and under must be accompanied by a parent.  There are a few people in the subdivision who are either unaware of this rule or who see this is a free babysitting service.  

b. Danielle and the other lifeguards will try to keep an eye on this and let the pool committee members know if there are any violations of this.

c. Danielle will also give swim tests to children, even those 12 years of age, before they will be allowed into the big pool.

d. More discussion of this will occur at the next meeting.

8.  We discussed duties of pool committee members.  These include being a liaison between the lifeguards and the home owners, checking for broken furniture, making sure the bathrooms are clean (we do not clean the bathrooms as that is a duty of the lifeguards), answering questions residents may have, monitoring the lifeguards “time off the chair,” etc.  

a. There has been an issue in the past of lifeguards reading when they are not in the chair.  Residents feel that if they are paying for two lifeguards then both should be working, not sitting and reading.  There is a 10-minute break built into each hour for the lifeguards.

b. Also, when it is “adult swim” time, all children need to be out of the pool entirely which includes being off the steps.  This year, we will let children know that they cannot sit on the top step and put their feet in the water.  They must either be in the cabana area, sitting on a chair around the pool, or sitting at the edge of the pool but with their feet out of the water.

9. Questions we have for Autumn Ridge Board:

a. Will the pool walkway be re-surfaced?  It is getting harder to walk on it as the rocks are sharp in spots.

b. Will we get mulch for the playground?

c. When will the rest of the playground “roofs” be finished?
